My route will begin from Gainesville, FL. I will travel NW to Montgomery, Tuscaloosa, West Point, Holly Springs, Memphis, (then South) to Clarksdale, Glendon, Greenwood, Greenville, Vicksburg, Natchez, McComb, and end in New Orleans, LA.

The first phase of this project will be one week of shooting photos on the road, gathering information, hearing great music, and eating BBQ.

This fall 2010 will be spent teaching photography and producing prints from this series. My goal is to publish the photographs on this website, and to submit them to galleries, museums and organizations to help fund future phases on the project.
